16 and fair opportunity was accorded to all such persons and entities to be heard with respect to the

18	 2.	 The Court hereby finds and concludes that the formula for the calculation of the

claims of Authorized Claimants which is set forth in the Notice of Pendency of Class Action and

20
Proposed Settlement, Final Approval Hearing, and Motion for Attorneys’ Fees and

21
22 Reimbursement of Litigation Expenses (the “Notice”) mailed to Class Members provides a fair

23 and equitable basis upon which to allocate the proceeds of the Settlement Fund among the Class

24 Members.
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1	 3.	 The Court hereby finds and concludes that the Plan of Allocation set forth in the

2 Notice is, in all respects, fair and equitable to the Class. Accordingly, the Court hereby approves

3 the Plan of Allocation submitted by Lead Plaintiff.

4.	 The finality of the Judgment entered with respect to the Settlement between Lead

5
6 Plaintiff, the Class and Defendants shall not be affected in any manner by this Order, or any

	

7 appeal from this Order approving the Plan of Allocation.
